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The first time a website tries to load, you should be
automatically redirected to the HOTSPLOTS login page
(http://login.hotsplots.de). This connection is always
securely encrypted. The HOTSPLOTS website itself,
however, with documentation and FAQ for users,
should now be available to you at no cost.

Now you get to choose how you‘d like to go online:

With a free HOTSPLOTS account

« Register for free at www.hotsplots.de. With your new account,
you can manage your own personal data, account status
and settings.

« |f necessary, load online credits into your hotsplots account.

« Enter your user data into the login site that appears when
you open your browser — and you’re online!

With Location Tickets from HOTSPLOTS

« Obtain tickets from personnel

« Enter the code printed on the ticket (user name and pass-
word) into the login site that appears when you open your
browser — and you’re online!

You will automatically be logged out if you are disconnected
from a hotspot for longer than 10 minutes, for example if you
leave the reception area or switch off your laptop.

If you would like to actively logout, please click on “Logout from
Hotspot” in the pop-up window that appears when you login. If
your browser has blocked this pop-up window, you can logout
via http://logout.hotsplots.de.
